Topic: Technology and Teacher Education: Igniting the Passion for Technology Integration
How can we ignite the passion with educators to embrace the integration of technology in the curricula? Educators need to understand the impact of utilizing technology tools with the students in the teaching and learning process. Panelists will discuss various methods for igniting the passion with undergraduate students.
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Dr. Kate Kemker XE "Kate Kemker"  is the Director of Technology and Learning Innovation for the Florida Department of Education. She is a life-long educator who works to ensure the utilization of technology as a tool that can level the learning field and enrich all students’ lives. Dr. Kemker completed her doctorate at the University of South Florida in the area of Curriculum and Instruction, in which she examined Florida's elementary students’ access to technology in high and low socioeconomic schools. She also received her Master in Education degree for Instructional Technology and Bachelor degree for Music Education from the University of South Florida. Dr. Kemker has presented and conducted workshops at various state and national conferences, such as the Florida Educational Technology Conference, the Annual Conference of the Association for Supervision and Curriculum Development, and the National Educational Computing Conference. Topic: Needs/Challenges in Teacher Preparation from the K-12 Perspective
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Ava Goldman XE "Goldman, Ava"  is the Administrative Director for the Office for Special Education and Educational Services in Miami-Dade County Public Schools.  In this capacity, Ms. Goldman administers all special education, student services programs and instructional technology district-wide.  Earlier she served as Assistant Superintendent for Professional Development & Educational Services in Miami-Dade Public Schools.  There Ms. Goldman oversaw professional development activities and programs for teachers, principals, district administrators and non-instructional personnel throughout the district.  Prior to joining Miami-Dade County Public Schools, Ms. Goldman served as Chief of the Bureau of Educator Recruitment, Development and Retention in the Florida Department of Education.  In this capacity, Ms. Goldman led statewide efforts in the areas of professional development, teacher preparation, educational leadership and performance appraisal.

Ms. Goldman's extensive career includes serving as a Kindergarten teacher and Graduate Assistant at Florida State University where she was an instructor for introductory Early Childhood courses and supervised interns. Topic: Capitalizing on Community to Cultivate Great Teachers:  Insidious Engagement in Diverse Experiences throughout the Program Offers a Practical and Applicable Approach to Teacher Preparation 
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Dr. Erin Harrel XE "Harrel, Erin" , Head of the School of Education and Founding Principal of the Edison Collegiate High School at Edison State College, has served as Discipline and Department Chair and was instrumental in developing the first baccalaureate programs in Education at ESC.  Prior to joining Edison State College as a faculty member, Dr. Harrel served as an adjunct instructor, a public school teacher, and an educational consultant. She has served on countless advisory boards to support education in South Florida.  

Currently, Dr. Harrel is a lead member of the accreditation team for the National Council of Accreditation for Teacher Education, as well as a program review and accreditation specialist for the Florida Department of Education’s University and College system. For the past four years, Dr. Harrel has served in the appointed role as Vice Chair for the Diocese  of Venice School Board. In 2009, Dr. Harrel was appointed by the president of the National Association of Teacher Educators to serve on the legislative committee for teacher preparation.  She has a background in curriculum and instruction, leadership and organizational change management. 

Dr. Harrel’s educational and parenting workshops have been presented and implemented across the state of Florida.  She has presented at dozens of workshops and conferences across the United States. With more than 60 publications in print and a broad array of multifaceted experience in the K-20 education system, Dr. Harrel provides strong leadership and tremendous passion for Edison’s State College’s growing education programs.

Topic: Mentoring Beginning Teachers (Urban Teacher Residency Partnership)
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Dr. Carolyn Walker Hopp XE "Hopp, Carolyn"  earned a Ph.D. in Curriculum and Instruction from the University of Central Florida. Dr. Hopp’s major work focuses on professional development related to mentoring pre-service and veteran teachers, and working with educators in developing mentoring models to ensure retention of beginning teachers, particularly in urban settings.  

She is currently affiliate faculty for the Center for Research in Education, Arts, Technology and Entertainment (CREATE) where she collaborates on designing curriculum and professional development. Dr. Hopp is also known for her work in designing district-wide mentoring models in Osceola and Seminole Counties (Florida) that have been commended by the state for their comprehensive approach to mentoring and professional development. She is currently College of Education faculty at UCF and coordinator for the Masters program in Teacher Leadership.
Presenter: Charles Dziuban XE "Dziuban, Charles" 
Topic: Blended Instruction
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Dr. Charles Dziuban XE "Dziuban, Charles"  is Director of the Research Initiative for Teaching Effectiveness at the University of Central Florida where he has been a faculty member since 1970 teaching research design and statistics.  He received his Ph.D. from the University of Wisconsin.  Since 1996, he has directed the impact evaluation of UCF’s distributed learning initiative examining student and faculty outcomes as well as gauging the impact of online, blended and lecture capture courses on the university.  Dr. Dziuban has published in numerous journals including Multivariate Behavioral Research, The Psychological Bulletin, Educational and Psychological Measurement, the American Education Research Journal, the Phi Delta Kappan, the Internet in Higher Education, the Journal of Asynchronous Learning Networks, and the Sloan-C View.  His methods for determining psychometric adequacy have been featured in both the SPSS and the SAS packages.  He has received funding from several government and industrial agencies including the Ford Foundation, Centers for Disease Control, National Science Foundation and the Alfred P. Sloan Foundation.   In 2000, Dr. Dziuban was named UCF’s first ever Pegasus Professor for extraordinary research, teaching, and service and in 2005 received the honor of Professor Emeritus. He has co-authored or contributed to numerous books and chapters on blended and online learning including Handbook of Blended Learning Environments, Educating the Net Generation, and Blended Learning: Research Perspectives which he also co-edited. In 2005, Dr. Dziuban received the Sloan Consortium award for Most Outstanding Achievement in Online Learning by an Individual. In 2007 he was appointed to the National Information and Communication Technology (ICT) Literacy Policy Council.
Presenter: Patrick Mason XE "Mason, Patrick" 
Topic: Value Added Assessment
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Patrick L. Mason is Professor of Economics & Director, African American Studies Program, Florida State University. His primary areas of interest include labor economics and political economy, though more recent research has begun to focus on economic development and the economics of crime. He is particularly interested in racial inequality, educational attainment, income distribution, unemployment, economics of identity (race and religion), family environment and socioeconomic wellbeing, and transitions in family structure and public policy, racial profiling, and innovation and development in Caribbean economies. In addition to membership in the America Economic Association and the National Economic Association, Professor Mason is also a member of the Board of Directors, National Economic and Social Rights Initiative (NESRI).

Topic: Partnerships Florida ProTeach, Elementary
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Dr. Dorene Ross XE "Ross, Dorene"  is currently an Irving and Rose Fien Professor in the School of Teaching and Learning and a faculty partner in the Lastinger Center for Learning at the University of Florida College of Education.  She has a long history of work in teacher education with particular emphasis on preparing students to work with diverse student populations and played a leadership role in the design and implementation of the current Unified Elementary ProTeach program. Her current work is focused around engagement with schools and scholarship focused intensively around issues related to poverty and school reform. She works extensively in providing staff development in poverty-level schools and serves as a Professor-in-Residence at two poverty-level schools, which have both substantially raised achievement.  Since 2003, Dr. Ross has worked with and assumed leadership roles within the Lastinger Center for Learning, an endowed center with a mission to improve the educational outcomes for elementary children, particularly those living in poverty. Over the past five years the Center has developed a school improvement model that is now being used in 38 elementary schools in five Florida school districts. 

Dr. Ross holds an Ed.D. in Early Childhood Education from the University of Virginia, an M.Ed. in Elementary Education from William and Mary and a B.A. in Childhood Education from the University of North Carolina Chapel Hill.

What is evidence-based program assessment?  How can faculty and staff engage in informed programmatic decision-making?  What counts as evidence?  How can data be used to establish and extend program components and partnerships?  These are some of the questions Dr. Enterline will address in her talk on how the Boston College teacher education program worked with an interdisciplinary-research team to define and implement an active culture of evidence and inquiry.  She will discuss strategies for developing reliable and valid assessments, fostering faculty buy-in, navigating epistemological differences between qualitative and quantitative researchers, institutionalizing assessment activities, analyzing data to inform decision-making, and working within and against larger state and national pressures, such as establishing links to pupil achievement.

Dr. Sarah Enterline XE "Enterline, Sarah"  is the Director of Assessment and Accreditation for the Lynch School of Education at Boston College, where she received her Ph.D. in Educational Research, Measurement and Evaluation.  Her work in teacher education includes designing, implementing, and reporting on several quantitative, qualitative, and mixed-methods evidence sources and research studies initially funded through a Teachers for a New Era grant.  Much of her research is on measuring complex constructs as outcomes of teacher preparation, such as teaching for social justice. Dr. Enterline presents regularly at national and regional conferences and has published in several national and international journals.  Her most recent work, “‘Re-culturing’ Teacher Education: Inquiry, Evidence and Action,” is a collaborative work written by an inter-disciplinary research team chaired by Dr. Marilyn Cochran-Smith, the Cawthorne Professor of Teacher Education for Urban Schools at Boston College, and will soon appear in the Journal of Teacher Education. In addition, Dr. Enterline teaches courses on the interpretation and evaluation of research and consults regularly with educational research organizations in the Boston area on topics including research design, survey development and administration, and data analysis.

In his keynote address, Dr. Larry G. Daniel will explore the many ways in which teacher education in the United States is being impinged upon by forces from within and without the profession.  Public policy at all levels, often tied to new pools of funding, is leading to major rethinking of the models for preparing teachers.  Likewise, multiple pathways to teacher certification are raising professional debates about optimal teacher preparation methodologies.  Additionally, the move to link teacher evaluation and pay to student performance is challenging long-held assumptions about teacher quality.  Teacher educators are being called upon to navigate through these and other major issues in their quest to prepare teachers for increasingly diverse and challenging environments. Dr. Daniel will offer his understanding of these issues and suggest priorities teacher education programs should embrace as the profession moves into the second decade of the 21st century.
Larry G. Daniel (Ph. D., University of New Orleans, 1989) is Dean of the College of Education and Human Services at the University of North Florida where he also serves as professor in the Department of Leadership, Counseling, and Instructional Technology.  As dean, he provides direction to the college and its 100+ employees, including 70 full-time faculty, and administers an $8 million annual budget.  Dr. Daniel also collaborates with schools and agencies regarding the college’s professional development school programs and other issues relative to professional development of educators.  He teaches courses in educational research and statistics, and is a member of the graduate and doctoral faculties.  Dr. Daniel’s research interests include teacher education, educational reform, educational supervision, the use of statistics in published research, measurement issues, and multivariate statistical methods.

Dr. Daniel’s career in education spans 31 years, including experience as a public school teacher, adult educator, and university professor and administrator.  He regularly serves on Florida Department of Education site review teams for teacher education program approval.  Dr. Daniel is a past editor of Research in the Schools and former associate editor of Educational and Psychological Measurement.  He is President of the Teacher Education Council of State Colleges and Universities (TECSCU), and is a member of the National Council for Accreditation of Teacher Education’s Blue Ribbon Panel on Clinical Preparation, Partnerships and Improved Student Learning.  Dr. Daniel serves as a member of the advisory boards for the Schultz Center for Teaching and Leadership and Communities in Schools–Jacksonville.  

Dr. Daniel’s consulting roles have included serving as a program evaluator in various education and social intervention projects, advising education policy makers on school reform, and providing professional development workshops on issues relative to action research, evaluation, research design, and instructional supervision to schools and school districts.

A Tribute to Dr. Patrick Hartwick
On January 12, 2010, Dr. Patrick Hartwick lost his life when an earthquake toppled the Hotel Montana where he was staying with another Lynn faculty member and a group of Lynn University students.  They were on a Journey of Hope to Haiti and were dedicated to helping others—distributing food to the poor, visiting orphanages, aiding the sick, and comforting the hurting.  In many ways, that demonstrated who Patrick Hartwick was as he led and taught by example.

Dr. Patrick Hartwick served as Dean of the Donald E. and Helen L. Ross College of Education at Lynn University.  Before coming to Lynn University in 2007, he served as Dean of the School of Education at Southern New Hampshire University in Manchester, N.H.  Prior to that he spent 12 years at Daemen College, holding such positions Associate Professor, primary investigator and administrator of federal and state grant programs, chairman of the education department, and Director of special programs in education, and was a classroom teacher.

His tenure as Dean of the Donald E. and Helen L. Ross College of Education at Lynn University was all too brief. His legacy as a servant-leader and his dedication as a teacher education leader will be remembered for many years to come.”
